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MISSIONARY OF THE WEEK
Rob & Judy Griffioen – in Abbotsford with Good News International Ministries

Dear Ross Road Church family,

We want to thank you for all the warm welcomes, hugs, hand shakes, and words of 
encouragement each time we see you! Coming back to Canada, culture shock always 
hits us hard. Especially coming home after 6 weeks in some of the poorest places in 
Thailand, the Philippines and Myanmar. We love what God has called us to and we are 
excited at the rate in which the gospel is bearing fruit in the areas we have invested in! 
YET, we need much prayer! Our faith lags far behind our ministry partner leaders, who 
are going full out to reach the unreached peoples of their areas. We found ourselves 
squeezed under a thatched roof, standing on a patch of cement far too small to hold a 
growing passionate ‘two year old’ church of new believers. It’s an obvious need and 
these Filipinos are believing God for a church to be built right there among the poorest 
of the poor. But that isn’t what we do, there are far to many immediate needs. In 
Myanmar, our leaders came to us with the same request, “We need a church for our new 
believers, we can't meet in the houses, for the households are full of idol worshipers.” 
But again, we said, “At this point in our ministry we are not in a position to provide 
resources for building projects”, even if they have a way to cut their own wood, and work 
together. Our hearts believe God is in control and will make a way for these fast growing 
churches. So much is happening in the Kingdom of God, and we were honoured to hear 
one testimony after another of how God is transforming lives. Please pray for wisdom! 
Pray for strong faithful discipleship as so many have taken leaps of faith to leave their 
abusive and addictive pasts.

Thank you so much for blessing us with your faithful prayers!
